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SUBJECT: MINUTES OF MEETING OF TECHNICAL COMMITTEE BBSYDP HELD
ON 26" NOVEMEBR, 2010 IN PROVINCIAL COORDINATION UNIT,
BBSYDP.

A Meeting of Technical Committee was held 26" November 2010 in the committee
room of Provincial Coordination Unit, Karachi. List of the participants is attached. The agenda
of the meeting was as under:

1. Revised Proposal For Training (PFT) of Technical Education Wing-STEVTA
ii. Proposal For Training (PFT) submitted by following departments:
Agriculture Department;
Irrigation & Power Department;
Sports & Youth Affairs Department;
iii. Any other item with the permission of the Chair.

2. The meeting started with recitation from the Holy Quran. The Chairman of the Technical
Committee welcomed the participants and asked Provincial Coordinator to brief the meeting
about the agenda.

B4 Provincial Coordinator BBSYDP stated that in last meeting of the Committee held on
16™ October 2010 it was decided that the Technical Education Wing-STEVTA will launch one
month special training program for flood affectees in seven institutes where flood camps are
established and it was completed by 21* November 2010. Moreover, Agriculture, Irrigation &
Power and Sports & Youth Affairs Departments have also submitted Proposals For Training
(PFTs) for Phase-III (2010-2011) and same are placed on the agenda for the evaluation and
consideration of the Technical Committee.

4. The Project Director, PMU,BBSYDP Technical Education Wing-STEVTA informed the
Committee that it was recommended in a meeting held on 16" October 2010 to launch one
month training program for 2500 and initially 300 flood affectees and the PMU will submit
revised PFT for such training program in next meeting of the Committee. As flood affectees have
returned to their native place thus, only training program for 300 flood affectees could be held
which successfully completed on 21* November 2010.

3, The Project Director, PMU, BBSYDP Agriculture Department briefed the participants of
the meeting bout PFT for Phase-III and stated that only 10% trainees trained in Phase-I & II have
got employment. Regarding a question asked by the Chairman of the Committee of low ratio of
employment of the graduates trained in Agriculture sector, he stated that trades included in two
Phases can only proved employment opportunity on self employment basis and that trades do not
have scope in public sectors. The Chairman emphasized that PMU must create linkages with the
employers and get trainees connected with them.

6. The Project Director, PMU, BBSYDP Irrigation and Power Department informed the

meeting that estimated cost of the PFT is Rs. 10,286,455 million for the training of 250 trainees
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in the following trades:

50 Associate/Diploma Engineers (35 Civil and 15 Mechanical and Electrical);
50 Canal Assistants;

50 Abdars;

50 Wireless/Telephone Operators;

50 Accounts Clerk.

7 The meeting took the following decisions:

i. Technical Education Wing-STEVTA

v" Technical Education Wing-STEVTA will submit expenditure incurred on the
training program for flood affectees in heads as decided in the Committee’s
meeting held on 16.10.2010.

v" The Wing will submit liabilities of training program of Batches-1 & 11 to PCU
for scrutiny and further submission to the PSC for consideration and approval.

ii. Irrigation & Power Department

v Administrative cost must be reduced to 5% of total cost of the PFT.

v The Posts of Assistant Project Director and one Data Processing Assistant
should be  excluded.

v' The salaries of Office Boy and Sanitary Worker must be Rs.7000 per month
for each employee.

v" Department will send letter to Mehran University of Engineering &
Technology (MUET), Jamshoro to revise the training cost in a rationale way

especially remuneration for resource person which has been proposed Rs.
1250 per hour as 4 hours per day.

v The Department will furnish revised PFT in the light of above mentioned
decisions to PCU and same will be submitted the Provincial Steering
Committee for consideration and approval.

v" The department will include Mandatory Provisions and costing sheet on NAM
in the revised PFT as mentioned in the Guidelines of the Program.

v The department will submit employment status of the trainees trained in
Phase-I and II.
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iii. Agriculture Department

Proposal For Training prepared by Agriculture Department for Phase-III was submitted to the
Technical Committee for evaluation and consideration. PFT provides for training for two thousand
and five hundred (2500) trainees in five (5) trades with the estimated cost of Rs. 103.912 million
(per trainee cost Rs. 41.5645/-). The names of trades, trainees allocation and venues are as under;

Four months training for 1000 trainees in the trade of Mechanics for Agriculture Machinery
at 14 Agriculture Engineering Workshops and Government College of Technology SITE
Karachi,

Four months training for 800 trainees in the trade of Food Technology at SHRI Mirpurkhas,
ATI Sakrand, Women Polytechnic College Karimabad Karachi, Guava Research Station
Larkana and Deats Oakn Research Station Khairpur.

Four months training for 200 trainees in the subject of Micro / Drip Irrigation System at
3placed namely ATI Sukrund, Agriculture Engineering Workshops Tando Jame Hyderabad
and Sukkur.

Four months training for 200 trainees in the subject of land Surveying for Irrigation Drainage
& Water Reservoir at 2 training centers namely AMRC Tando Jam Hyderabad and ATI
Sukrand.

Four months training for 300 trainees in the trade of Plant Tissue Culture at 3 training centers
namely HEJ Research Institute University of Karachi and Sindh Horticulture Research
Institute Mirpurkhas and Shah Abdul Latif University, Kairpur.

The department will include Mandatory Provisions and costing sheet on NAM in the
revised PFT as mentioned in the Guidelines of the Program.
The department will submit employment status of the trainees trained in Phase-I and II.
