Subject: Minutes of Second Provincial Steering Committee Meeting

The Second Provincial Steering Committee (PSC) meeting was held on
Tuesday 10" September 2008 in the Committee Room of Planning & Development
Department. The List of PSC members/officers attended is attached.

The Chairman PSC BBSYDP welcomed all the participants, who formally
introduced themselves. Deputy Provincial Coordinator (DPC) gave presentation on agenda
items and following points were discussed:

Agenda-1
Public Sector program Status:
DPC gave presentation to PSC on 7 phase -1 departments as under:

1. Agriculture Department:

Mr. Azam Channa PD-Agriculture Department BBSYDP presenting the current situation of
project informed that the training program will start from 22" September 2008. For this
purpose the visits have already been planned for observing the condition of training centers.
The list of successful candidates is also ready for issuance.

Decision:

The PSC directed the department to immediately start training which have been delayed and
complete required facilities for training immediately. The chair also directed that Secretary of
the department should personally attend the meeting.

2. Education & Literacy Department:

Mr. Rizwan Memon, Secretary Education presented the current status of program including
the status training material and module preparation through consortium. He also informed
that the training program would start as per schedule i.e training of tutors and training of
youth will start from 1% November 2008 and 1* December 2008 respectively. Contract has
been signed on 8" September 2008 with SPELT Consortium and Application of tutors will be
collected from 3™ week of September 2008.

Decision:
PSC directed the department to accelerate the program which has been delaved and
simultaneously work on material development and enhancing the status of training centers.

3. Information Technology Department.

M/s Niaz Ahmed Leghari Project Director briefed the participants on the progress made by IT
department. He explained that, Out of 59 training institute, 38 were short listed after
assessing them according to a prescribed criteria in two broad categories of IT Training
Institutes and Call Centers. He also briefed PSC that the 100% physical verification of these
institutes has been carried out. He said that the draft contracts for training institutes are under
preparation whereas the draft advertisement for inviting application for trainees is also ready.
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
